THE CONCEPTS OF
ETHNOS, ETHNICHNOST’
AND ETHNICITY IN
RUSSIAN AND WESTERN
SCHOLARSHIP

Mustafa C. Tezig

In this article, we analyze the main
theoretical points of the Russian school
of ethnology (ethnography) as compared
to those advanced by English-language
schools. We focus onthe Russian notions of
‘ethnos’ and ‘etnichnost’ and the Western
concept of ‘ethnicity’. A comparative study
of the differences between these notions
can help us understand the emphasis
researchers lay and the implications they
suggest while studying ethnic processes
and phenomena in particular regions of
the world, including Tuva.

A comparison of the versions for basic
terms of ethnology in Russian and English-speaking
scholarship reveals a difference in theoretical
approach. In the Russian tradition, the notion of
‘ethnos’ acts like a window into the internal structure
of the term, moving to the fore such sub-fields with
their own theoretical prospects as ethnopsychology
and ethnic consciousness. At the same time, the
term ‘ethnicity’ implies analyzing the interaction
and mutual relations between various ethnic groups
and the issue of their identification.
